Retest Date:

Place the puppy in test area. From a few feet away the
tester coaxes the pup to her/him by clapping hands
gently and kneeling down. Tester must coax in a
direction away from the point where it entered the
testing area.

#2. Eollowing:

Stand up and walk away from the pup in a normal
manner, Make sure the pup sees you walk away.

#3 = Restraint;

Crouch down and gently roll the pup on his back and
hold it with one hand for a full 30 seconds.

#4 - Social Dominance:

Let pup stand up and gently stroke him from the head to
back while you crouch beside him. Continue stroking
until a recognizable behaviour is established.

#5 - Elevation Dominance:

Bend over and cradle the pup under its belly, fingers
interlaced, palms up and elevate just off the ground.
Hald it there for 30 seconds.

#6 - Retrieving:

Crouch beside pup and attract its attention with
crumptled up paper ball. When the pup shows interest
and is watching, toss the object 1 to 2 metars in front of
pup.

#7 - Touch Sensitiyl

Take puppy’s webbing of one front foot and press
between finger and thumb lightly, then more firmly tlt
you get a response, while you count slowly to 10. Stop
as soon as puppy pulls away or shows discomfort.

#8 - Sound Sensitivity:

Place pup In centre of area. Tester or assistant makes a
sharp noise a few feet from the puppy. A large metal
spoon struck sharply on a metal pan twice works well.

g - nsitivity:
Place pup in centre of roorn. Tie a string around a large
towel and jerk it across the floor a few fest away from

the puppy.

#10 - Stabllity:

Place pup in center of area. Closed umbrella is held 4
feet away and pointed perpendicular to the direction on
the pup’s face. The umbrella is opened and set down so
the pup can investigate:
